The new project will consist ot
the 63 individual houses, each con-
taining a {full basement, with &
large living room, Kitchen, two

will be a ohe.car garage. The size
of the main structure will be 24
feet by 30 feet.

Fred and Clarence Schopfer, who
own and operate Schopfer Brothers,
which has contracted to build the
development, have built houses in
Syracuse for 20 yvears. Up to 1930,
they conducted extensive building
operations in the Court Street area,
building many blocks of homes at
that time in the area around
Maplehurst and Harding Streets.

More recently, their operations
have largely centered in the build-
Ing of an entire street of hcuses
along Wally Road, just off the
Watertown Road before entering
North Syracuse. In spite of the
fact that these will be “low cost”
defense homes, they will be well
constructed and will meet FHA
requirements in every respect, ac-
cording 1o Fred Schopfer. ‘They
will contain all the usual features
of the average home.

Financing of the project was ar-
ranged by Samuel N. McCain, of
the Pomeroy Orpganization, through
Its mortgage department. Al
mortgages are insured by FHA
under Defcense Housing Title 6, and
wi]l be held by a savings bank and
serviced by the Pomeroy concern.
Title 6 authorizes insurance of
mortgages up to 90 per cent of
FHA valuation of new property in
cases where the builder js the
mortgagor. The builder may
thercafter either rent or sell, sub-
ject to the insured mortgape. Title
6 property is restricted to areas *in
which the President shall tind that
an acute shortage of housing exists
or impends which would impede
national defense activities.” Syra-
cure has been so designated.

This entire project will be ovwned
by Kirschwood, Inc, a company
formed for the pumose and sup-
ported by local capital, dccording
to Mr. Pomeroy. The land was
purchased from John Kirsch, who
also owns the adjoining property,
and is a part of the original Kirseh
farm. Located in the Mattydale
section, it has the community ad-
vantage of the enlarged Mattydale
school and fire protection, as well
as stores and a movie theater, It
Is within reasonable distance of de-
fense activities.

The houses will be located along
Kirsch Drive, Leonard Street and
Molloy P.md two blocks IremJ
Brewerton Road leading to North
Syracuse.
